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The article deals with new finding of tropical aquatic vascular plant Pistia stratioides L. in the Kaniv reservoir (the Dnieper River, Ukraine). Pistia stratioides from time to time is found in the water area of the Kaniv reservoir, where it can occur and develop over the vegetation season until late autumn, especially nearby discharges of the warmed waters of the heating power plants. At the level of checking assessment we can state quite low probability of its naturalization in the Kaniv reservoir and generation of threatening situations, like ecological catastrophe in the Siverskiy Donets River. In spite unconfirmed risk if Pistia’s naturalization in the Kaniv reservoir, possibility of its development and dissemination in the floodplain water bodies and branched supplementary net of the middle section of the Dnieper River and its reservoirs should not be totally excluded. For this reason additional investigations are needed aimed at search for new habitats, investigations of environmental conditions in them, search for reasons of mass development, and systematization of the obtained data. All this is needed for monitoring and control of this plant in all territory of Ukraine. 
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
